











Lesson Idea 1

Solange’s Mystery Challenge

Post Activity Vote (Interactive Whiteboard voting tool optional):
After considering the clues students cast their votes on the answer/s to the mystery — ‘what is the
biggest challenge for Solange?’ and discuss the results as a class.

Passage House and Education:

Remind students of the three theories that prevent Solange from going to school (with the first theory
being a red herring) and show the DVD or film clip on the interactive whiteboard resource to see the
difference Passage House, a project funded with money raised by Sport Relief, is making to Solange’s
life. Alternatively, use the story PDF. Students will see how Passage House is helping Solange overcome
each challenge: giving her more confidence, food and care as well as giving her the chance to go to
school. Explain to students how having an education will mean Solange can lift herself out poverty in
the future.

Extended Activities and Homework Ideas:
As an extension, students could complete any of these activities:

. Students can test their knowledge about Solange’s experiences, by playing our game set in a
slum in Brazil. Go to: sportrelief.com/kids/games to play.

. Literacy — Hopes and Dreams: Get students to think about their hopes and dreams and what
they need to do to achieve them. Students can think about the same for Solange and her sister
Geanine and write what they need to do to achieve their dreams (Solange’s dream is to be a
teacher and live in a beautiful house and Geanine’s dream is to be a vet).

. Literacy — Diary Writing: Students imagine they are Solange. What would they write about
daily life in a diary? They could research facts about working children in Brazil and working
children in the Victorian Age to help find out what it would be like to have to work as a child.
They can then write a diary based on the information they find.

. Sport Relief has teamed up with Barclays Premier League to create the Global Team game,
where students can explore countries where money raised through Sport Relief is spent by
Comic Relief to transform lives. Can your class work out where each Barclays Premier League
footballer comes from?
